Minutes and meeting dates will be on the 
website in due course and if you wish to come along to a meeting either email the Parent Council or call the school in 
advance.  The structure of the Council is relatively informal and our role is to both share parents’ views with Mr McKay 
and the school. Also, as a Parent Council, we aim to assist the school in achieving what’s best for our children.
